[White Balance Presets]

Preset 1 - white balance for white LEDs of 30, 50, 100, 200, 400x lens
(this will be the camera default)

Preset 2 - white balance for white LEDs of 0x lens (these have a

little more blue output than the 50x lens etc.)

Preset 3 - white balance for polarized LEDs of 30N lens (this puts out
more red which needs to be compensated for, similar to incandescent
light)

Preset 4 - white balance for Incandescent light

Preset 5 - white balance for Fluorescent light

Preset 6 - white balance for Daylight (this is very close to preset 1
and 2 since the white LEDs are similar to Daylight in color
temperature)

Preset 7 - Auto White Balance
